Program Sessions

Day 1: Welcome Community Leaders
"The Best Class Ever” kicked off this year’s
Leadership Corvallis program by developing

an understanding of the mission, structure and
expectations of the Leadership Corvallis program.
The class discussed skills needed to be a community
leader; learned about the community’s vision for
2040 and how that vision is being brought to life; and
heard from community leaders who are integrating
current issues - including COVID-19, racial justice
and diversity and equity - into local decision making.

Day 2: Government and Public Services
The class developed an understanding of how public
services from municipal agencies such as the City

of Corvallis and Benton County form the bedrock

of our community. The class learned about how the
community invests in municipal services through
taxes, fees and other funding sources. Finally, the
class took a deep dive into the long-running strategic
plan from Benton County to reimagine how the
county delivers criminal justice and mental health
services.

Day 3: Human Services

Human Services Day equipped the class to recognize
and reinforce existing safety net services in the
community and inspired them to utilize their time and
talents to create additional ladders out of poverty

for vulnerable residents. The class learned to explain
systems thinking and intervention versus prevention;
describe leadership challenges the human service
sector faces; and to identify opportunities for
personal involvement as a community leader.

Day 4: Economic Vitality

This month’s program started with talks about
economic vitality, the state of the economy in
Corvallis and Benton County and economic tourism.
The class heard a panel discussion with leaders
focused on supporting businesses in Corvallis

and Benton County and then traveled to 4 Spirits
Distillery and 2 Towns Ciderhouse for lunch, tours
and chats.

Day 5: Health Care

Health Care Day focused on relationships with
health, health care and wellness; interpreting health
as an experience greater than sick care and illness
through prevention and innovation in systems that
support people; and learning about mental health
support, programs and practices. The class heard
presentations about health care systems in the
community; promoting COVID-19 immunization

in hard-to-reach communities; local health care
leadership; mental health; and mindfulness.

Day 6: Education

On Education Day, the class gained a perspective
of what it is like to lead and learn in an educational
organization during times of great uncertainty and
change. The session exposed participants to the
leadership traits needed to lead an organization
through a change and encouraged the class to
rethink what normal means in education.

Day 7: Community by Design

The class gained an understanding of the different
layers that go into creating a functioning, vibrant
community, including the importance of community
involvement, thoughtful land use planning and
long-term visioning. The class learned how land
use planning and community outcomes are
intertwined and how successful community projects
are structured in Corvallis. The class also covered
potential hurdles that might arise in community
development; how community planning decisions
impact health, safety, equity and livability; and how
social and physical design influence a community.



Day 8: Arts

The class learned how arts and culture are vital to the
identity and livability of our community. Participants

gained perspective on how this critical sector

operates in Corvallis, has weathered the pandemic,

and begun to incorporate diversity, equity, and
inclusion into its foundations. The day concluded
with tours of The Arts Center, OUTPOST1000
Window Gallery, The Whiteside Theatre and The
Majestic Theatre

Day 9: Natural Resources Day

The class heard about the range of natural resource

industries in Benton County, their value to the

economy, and the tradeoffs and aligned action that is
required to make this work for all. A panel discussed

how natural areas in Benton County are managed for
public access, inclusivity and health benefits. The day

included a tour of Owens Farm and Spiritopia.

Day 10: Better Together

This session wrapped up the year with time for

reflection and celebration. Participants reflected on
what they learned during the year, heard from a panel

of Leadership Corvallis alumni, and considered the
next steps they might take to help us all be Better
Together.
